September has been quite an eventful month. We had barely recovered
from Yearly Meeting Gathering before the Arms Fair in London was upon us. It
met with a massive protest which Quakers nationally helped to organise, and
at least 8 Friends were arrested, including our own Richard Levitt.

Fracking has commenced at Kirkby Misperton in Ryedale despite a total
condemnation by local residents, local Quakers, and the local authority. Once
again, police presence has been totally out of proportion, and a number of
arrests have taken taken place.

Fracking licences have now been granted for South Leeds, and there have been reports of
interested companies carrying out covert surveying prior to licence approval.

On a more peaceful note, on Sunday 24th September, Carlton Hill hosted the musical
‘Longing, Belonging and Balfour’ which was attended by over 50 people. We look forward to the
Amnesty International concerts taking place at Rawdon Meeting House.

Job description for Part-time Creche Worker

Our Quaker meeting has a number of young children who require care and supervision so
that parents are freed to attend Quaker meeting for an hour 10.45-11.45 every Sunday. At
present, there can be 1-3 young children under 3 years but they do not attend every week. The
creche worker will always be in a room with other Quaker children’s helpers who are running a
children’s meeting and can give assistance as needed. We have a separate room for children’s
meeting with toys and other resources available. We can fund other things as required.

We are looking for a creche worker for 2 hours a week on a Sunday Morning 10.15 - 12.15
paid £25 per week. S/he will need experience of looking after children, and/or a childcare
qualification (or working towards one). We will require an up-to-date DBS, and we will organise
for this to be done if necessary.

The creche worker will need to be able to do the following:
- set up and put away a suitable creche environment
- plan activities on a flexible basis
- look after children aged up to 3 years
- communicate with the Convenor of the Children’s Committee

We will interview candidates as soon as possible. The job will commence as soon as
possible after this date.

Google has recently announced that it is effectively preventing advertisers from using videos that
Google disagrees with. It will now only display videos that are supported by advertisers, which
means that you have to endure anything up to 2 minutes of annoying adverts before you can
watch the video! The list of topics it disagrees with are: terrorism, overt violence - and religion. It
does however allow war and military activity, and pornography.

Lately Quakers and the police seem to be coming together in a
number of ways. At least eight Friends were arrested opposing

the Defence and Security Equipment International arms fair (DSEi) this
month while many Friends have brushed with the police at fracking
sites around the country. Quakers have a long history of being involved
on both sides of the law.

But in some areas of the country police are reaching out to faith
communities with the establishment of a Faith and Community Officer.
Does the West Yorkshire Constabulary in Leeds have such a post
amongst their Community Support Officers? If not, should they? A
topic for discussion and investigation.

Inclusive Quakerism

In August, Yearly Meeting, the annual
gathering of British Quakers, gave all Quakers
in Britain an exciting challenge — for our
meetings to be more diverse. Now I'm looking
for suggestions on just how we can do that.

Following a three-year arc of living out our
faith in the world, Yearly Meeting issued the
following minute on diversity:

"We have heard the call to examine our own
diversity, particularly in our committee and
organisational structure, locally and nationally.
Diversity has several key dimensions and more
may emerge in the future. We ask Meeting for
Sufferings to look at how we can remove
barriers and actively seek wider participation in
the full life of our meetings, paying particular
attention to race and age diversity and to keep
Yearly Meeting informed in their annual report.”
Minute 38: Living out our faith in the world: working with
others to make a difference

Meeting for Sufferings, the national
representative decision-making body of British
Quakers, will begin working on this in early
October. As its secretary, I'll be helping
Sufferings to plan what happens next.

Our faith in the future

We already know that this is a live issue.
Inevitably, Quaker meetings are responding to
changes in the world around us, as we
experience economic inequality, changing
demographics and new patterns of work.

Quaker meetings — and their local
communities — are all different. We'll need to
find ways to explore what 'diversity' means, and
we'll probably find different types of diversity!

Some Friends have already been
considering inclusion, and doing practical
things. One meeting has a 'sliding scale' for its
annual weekend away, so that those who are
better-off pay more than students or those on
low incomes. Another is experimenting with
new ways of worship. Young Quaker groups
organise meetings for worship at times that suit
them.

An ongoing journey

We're not at the start of this journey. In
1986, the Quaker Women's Group gave the

Swarthmore Lecture. The experiences that
some Quaker feminists shared in Bringing
the invisible into the Light were not always
comfortable but helped to shift perceptions
and practice.

In the 1990s there was a 'Joint Working
Group on Racism in the life of BYM'. It
helped Quakers in Britain to explore racism
and published useful materials.

In 1998, Young Friends General
Meeting reflected on commitment and
belonging in another Swarthmore Lecture.

In 2009, Britain Yearly Meeting
committed to recognising and celebrating
the equality of same-sex relationships in
marriage.

Drawing on contributions from Quakers
around Britain in 2015, Our faith in the future
tells us that we want our meetings to be
loving, inclusive and all-age.

BYM has offered programmes for
children and young people for decades, as
well as financial and practical support to
Young Friends General Meeting. Recently,
we've started to focus on young adults,
particularly through Quaker Life's Engaging
Young Adult Quakers project.

The road ahead

All of this continues to be a challenge
and the road ahead will probably have
unexpected turns. But many of us are
excited about new possibilities to recognise
God in each person, make the Quaker way
open to more people, and even grow our
Quaker meetings.

| invite you to share your ideas about
how Quakers can explore these issues, and
encourage others to do so. We'll need to
learn from others, find allies and discover
new tools.

An ageing population?

It has been said many times that Quakers are mainly of an older generation and that we
really need an infusion of “young blood”. However, the Office of National Statistics has just
published its latest analysis which makes some sobering reading.

Whilst the UK population is expected to rise by something more than 0.7% per year over the
next 20 years, it acknowledges that we are all living longer than ever. As a result the population of
those over 80 is expected to grow by around 2.5% per year and for those who reach 100 will
increase in numbers by a staggering 4.4%.

The question remains, where do we find the young people? The current birth rate for the UK
is only about 40% of the projected population increase (immigration accounting for the
remainder?). If these figures are correct, and over the past 10 years they have been surprisingly
accurate, then we need to do some serious thinking about the shape our future Society.

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A Sustainable Society?

“Sustainable” and “Green” are two buzz words that are bandied about these days, mostly
without any real meaning behind them. They are used as advertising slogans. Indeed the term
“Green” was just that — invented by an advertising agency to portray something supposedly
“environment friendly”. Green is a colour, nothing more, and when used to advertise something, it
really has to be questioned to decide how exactly the item is “better for the planet”. In most cases
the term is purely “greenwash”.

Similarly with the term “sustainable”. It comes from the Old French word soustenir — sous -
under or underneath, and tenir - to hold. In other words to hold from under, to uphold.

But what exactly are we trying to uphold? In most cases it seems, to maintain the current
lifestyle, but just tinker around at the edges.

“We do not own the world, and its riches are not ours to dispose of at will. Show a loving
consideration for all creatures, and seek to maintain the beauty and variety of the world......
Advices and Queries 42.

“The LORD owns the earth and all it contains, the world and all who live in it.” Psalms 24

If we are serious about following out Quaker beliefs and the Christian tradition on which it is
founded, then we should be examining our own lifestyles very closely because it is the so-called
“Western” lifestyle that is the cause of most of the problems in this world. We, each and every
one of us, are to blame, not the advertisers or the manufacturers, who are simply taking
advantage of our guilability.

The act of walking into a supermarket supports the every system that has caused so much
damage to the environment, from excessive packaging which cannot be disposed of (every
ounce of plastic ever produced still exists in some shape of form in our environment) right
through to excessive transportation of goods, to the debatable practice of forcing producers to
accept lower prices, which has a detrimental effect on workers and on environmental controls.

Every time we get into a car we are causing pollution which is affecting everybody we drive
past, from exhaust pollution to particle pollution from tyre friction on the road, to damage of the
road surface itself. Plus the global warming effect caused by the manufacture of just about every
item that we take for granted in our 21st century world.

“I will punish the world for its evil, and wicked people for their sin (said the Lord). ......(Then he)
stretched out his hand over the sea, he shook kingdoms.” Isaiah 13 and 23

The prophet Isaiah was known for his extreme critism of society as he saw it but have we
seen his prophecies come true in the past few weeks? Scientists already agree that global
warming increased the ferocity of the storms, gave rise the earthquakes in Mexico and caused
the floods in Asia. Global warming caused by our lifestyle.

How can we change our lifestyle to live more in tune with our Quaker beliefs, within the
framework of the society we find ourselves in? It is a challenge, but one we must all face up to.#
